Sewer/Water/Public Works- Randy reported the furnace in the influent room stopped.  A part is ordered and Hoffman Electric will be fixing it.
Randy handed out a proposal for the updating the computer at the sewer plant.  It is from L.W. Allen who implements the SCADA system running on it which services the sewer plant and the water.  The proposal is $26, 753 and $2500 for firewall.  The board asked for this to be put on February agenda.  The computer is very outdated.
