Masters reported the new law center is a month ahead of schedule and is a 55 bed facility.  There will be a special meeting for Bloomfield Manor on March 18th.

The county is going through a costly lawsuit with Bard Materials.

STAFF REPORTS:

Sewer/Water/Public Works- Kitelinger reported the sewer furnace is now fixed and running.  There was a problem with pump #3 flow meter and is also fixed.
The new skid steer is here.  Randy asked about purchasing a new lawnmower and the board instructed him to get bids.  

The  1st Responders were going to do an electronic recycling but decided it was overpriced and cancelled it.  The 1st Responders will be having a fundraiser March 20th to help pay for a defibulator.  Also the $4000 left from last year’s budget and $4000 from this years budget along with the money in the departments checking and savings will be paying for it.

Randy and Kevin went to Highland to see the newer material used for crack filling and reported it holds up much longer and suggests to the board to use it.  A streets committee meeting will be set up in the near future
Liddicoat reported the new Sensus software works great.  The cheese factory is going through the by-pass in the next month.
DNR came to inspect the burn site and a new sign with the permit needs to be posted.  Also nothing larger than 6” diameter in wood can be burned.

The #1 fire engine is going to be repaired for a rear axle seal.
Police- Alan reported 816 Franklin street property was surveyed and there are some legal issues that are being taken care of before it can go up for sale.
Ordinances are now on the village website.

Clerk – Reminded the board of the April 6th election 
New Business:

A) Kitelinger told the board that the village charges $10 per 1000/gallons for septic receiving.  He suggested $20 per load.  The board  told him to call other municipalities for what they charge and to put it back on the agenda for April.  
B)  Motion by Jason Cartwright and seconded by Denny Rickard to approve Scott Construction for crack filling with Randy getting bids for all and half of the village streets respectively.  Will be put on the agenda of costs on April agenda.   Motion passed 7-0.
C) Bull reported a (2019) personal property bill was not paid and asked if it should be a write off., The board approved the write off.
D&E)  Jim Wardell motioned and John Trace seconded to approved the WI DOJ grant to purchase a new police computer.  Motion carried 7-0.
F)  Schrank handed out air filtration and vent cleaning pamphlet for village hall and will   submit an $1100 grant to pay for it.
Old Business – Jake Johnson motioned and seconded by John Trace to change the Lis Pendes order to raze the residence at 512 Galena Street to a 60 day order contingent on the legal status of the lienholder.  Roll call vote:  Jim Wardell-nay: Jake Johnson-aye; Jason Cartwright-nay; Sarah Brindley-aye; Denny Rickard-aye; John Trace-aye; Bob Spurley-aye.   Motion passed 5-2.
Jason Cartwright  motioned  and seconded by Jim Wardell to approve March bills.  Motion carried.
