Mandy asked if  the Busse residence on Margaret St can close Margaret St on June 19th for a graduation party.  It will be put on June’s agenda.

  Motion by Jason Cartwright and seconded by Sarah Brindley  to approve the May 2021, streets, building maintenance, park and cemetery committee minutes.  Motion carried 7-0.

Motion by Jim Wardell and seconded by Denny Rickard to approve the April
 2021, treasurer’s reports.  Motion carried 7-0.
STAFF REPORTS:

Sewer/Water/Public Works- Kitelinger reported 3000 of raw milk went through the sewer plant.  He is working on clearing the clarifier and might have to have a load of sludge moved out.
He handed out neighboring municipalities charges for septic storage.  It will be put on June agenda.

A sewer line was plugged on Wasley street but is now cleared.

The old gravelly was sold for $6250.
Liddicoat reported hydrants were flushed and will be working on turning valves.  Lane Tank is expected in the next 2 months that the DNR is requiring.
Police- Alan reported working vehicle and junk in properties.
Clerk – Reported dog license letters for unlicensed dogs were sent again and at the end of the month will be turned over to the police dept.
New Business:

A)  Motion by John Trace and seconded by Jason Cartwright to grant Orville DeVoss a variance.  Motion   passed 7-0.

B) Motion by Jake Johnson and seconded by Jim Wardell to approve a picnic license to the Frolic Committee for July 28-Aug 1, 2021.  Motion carried 7-0.
C) The building maintenance reported the village hall roof should be replaced in 5 years.  It has been and will be blackjacked yearly.
TRI-sTATE windows will send a bid and said it would be expensive for the village hall.  However doesn’t feel they need replacing until they start leaking.

The salt shed building is in bad shape.  Needs to be relocated and rebuilt.  Committee suggests waiting until building materials costs decline
D)   Denny Rickard  motioned and Sarah Brindley seconded to hire Bill Hamilton to cut the trees that are marked on Dodgeville St.   Motion carried 7-0.
 Crack filling will be done on every street in the village.  A cost for Galena St and Hwy X to Hawke Street for $9640  and Co X to Village limit for $10980 from Scott Construction.  Future financing was also discussed. John Trace motioned and seconded by Jake Johnson to accept the bid from Scott Construction.  Roll Call vote:  Denny Rickard-aye; John Trace-aye; Jason Cartwright-aye; Sarah Brindley-aye; Jake Johnson-aye; Jim Wardell-ayre; Bob Spurley-aye.  Motion passed 7-0
E) Wardell went through some of the cemetery committee concerns and there was discussion and options that might be looked into further.
F) The park committee went over a list of things to be considered.  First one having the fence repaired and reinforced, tree limbs to be cut, black top around the concession stand to be repaired/fixed.  Also wanted to see the storage shed by the bleachers moved.  Kitelinger asked the board to not move the current but paint or side it.  The shed contains most of them things they need for the upkeep of the ball field is very accessible where it is located currently.
G)  Bull asked the board to consider Town Web for a new village website.  It is far superior than the current website the village has.  It will offer many more options and the support is excellent.   Alan explained some of the options that the new website can provide.  Jim Wardell motioned and seconded by Jason Cartwright to approve the purchase of a 3 year contract to Town Web.  Motion carried 7-0 

H) Wardell requested to have the board meeting change from 7 p.m. to 6 pm. With meetings running so long.  Jason Cartwright motioned and Jake Johnson seconded to change regular board meetings to start at 6 p.m.  Motion carried..
Old Business – 
A)  No action was taken on financing village projects
Jason Cartwright motioned and seconded by Jim Wardell to approve May, 2021 bills.  Motion passed 7-0.
